HOW TO APPLY

Terms and Conditions


1. To be eligible for this rebate, I understand that I must be a commercial or industrial customer with an active meter serviced by the utility and that I am only eligible to receive rebates for energy-efficient products designed to reduce the demand and/or consumption of the energy distributed to the installation address by the utility.

2. I understand the rebate offer is limited to commercial and industrial customers for commercial or industrial use.  The energy-efficient product must be installed in a commercial facility within the utility’s service territory.

3. The rebates are based on the type of lighting installed.  It is recommended that you  follow Illuminating Engineering Society (IES) light levels.

· Lighting incentives for new construction cover the products listed in the Lighting Rebate Guide - New Construction

· Energy-efficient electronic and cathode-disconnect ballasts must meet the following minimum performance criteria.

· Power factor greater than 90%

· Current Crest Factor (CCF) less than 1.7

· UL approved Class “P”

· Total Harmonic Distortion (THD) less than 20%

· Class ‘A’ sound rating

· Three-year warranty

· Ballast factor greater than 0.7

· For retrofits that include tandem wiring, the rebate is based on the type of ballast operating lamps in two or more fixtures, (i.e., two, three, or four-lamp ballast)

· Reflectors must be installed permanently in the fixture, have a minimum 4-year manufacturer’s product warranty, be UL approved and result in the permanent removal of fluorescent lamps from the existing fixture.  When required for optimum lighting performance, the installation must also include permanent repositioning of remaining lamps. 

· Compact fluorescent lamps must meet the following minimum criteria

· Power Factor > 90%

· Total Harmonic Distortion (THD) < 35%

4. I understand the program term is January 1, 2002 through December 31, 2003 or sooner if allocated funds for the utility are depleted.  Applications are accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.  The program may be modified or terminated without prior notice.

5. I understand the product(s) must be new and installed by December 31, 2003 or earlier if program ends due to depletion of funds.  Resale units, units leased, rebuilt, rented, or won as a prize.

6. This application, signed and dated, a copy of the paid receipt or invoice, and other required documentation on the rebate form must be postmarked by December 31, 2003 to be eligible for payment of a rebate.  The rebate check for qualifying product(s) will be mailed 6 to 8 weeks after receiving a completed application including all required documentation.

7. If requested, I will allow a utility representative reasonable access to my facility to verify the installed product before a rebate is paid.  I understand that a rebate will not be paid if I refuse a verification inspection.

8. I understand the energy-efficiency level of the qualifying product determines the rebate amount.

9. I agree that the selection, purchase, and installation and ownership/maintenance of the product(s) and measure(s) listed in this application are my sole responsibility, and that my supplier or installer of these products and measures is not an agent or representative of the participating utility.  I also understand that the utility makes no warranty whether expressed or implied, including warranty of merchantability or fitness for any particular purpose, use, or application of the products or measures.  I agree that the participating utility has no liability whatsoever concerning (1) the quality, safety, and/or installation of the product(s) or measure(s), including their fitness for any purpose, (2) the estimated energy savings of the products or measures, (3) the workmanship of any third parties, (4) the installation or use of the product(s) or measure(s) including, but not limited to, effects on indoor pollutants, or (5) any other matter with respect to the 2002-2003 Commercial Lighting Rebate Program.  I agree that in no event shall the participating utility’s liability for property loss or damage resulting from its activities under this application exceed the total rebate amount paid to me under this application.
10. I am responsible for meeting all program requirements and complying with my state/county/city governments, property owner and/or homeowner’s association requirements (if any) in my area regarding local conditions, restrictions, codes, ordinances, rules, and regulations prior to installation.
11. I understand that the utility is not responsible for the disposal of lamps and/or ballasts replaced as a result of this program.
12. If a tenant, I am responsible for obtaining the property owner’s permission to install the measure for which I am applying for a rebate.  My signature on this application indicates I have obtained this permission.
13. I understand that the utility is not responsible for items lost or destroyed in the mail/transit.
